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Budget Proposal for Simmons Hall Educational Event 

The professional staff members of Residence Life at California Baptist University are required to implement one social event per month and two educational/developmental programs per semester in their designated living areas.  Prior to the start of the academic year, the RDs and Graduate Assistants were introduced to the wellness wheel and ways to plan events that accommodated these six dimensions of wellness.  It is the duty of the Residence Director to educate the Resident Advisors about how to creatively plan events that cater to the residents’ physical, spiritual, emotional, vocational, intellectual, and social wellness.  From my own observations of the programs sponsored by Campus Life and Residence Life at CBU within the fall semester, many events meet the spiritual and social wellness needs, however the other four dimensions are overlooked.  

Throughout the past few months, my supervisor (RD) and I have discussed our vision to motivate our RAs to think “outside the box” in regard to event programming.  Together, we have noticed that our female RAs tend to plan events that consist of domestic activities, such as baking cookies and eating dinner.  While these types of programs promote social bonding among residents, the RD and I decided that we are going to raise the standard for educational programming in our living area.  In an effort to raise awareness about local and global issues, we selected the issue of human trafficking as our focal point for one of the developmental programs in the spring semester.  The residents must first be educated about why this event is important.  The A21 Campaign, founded by world-renowned speaker Christine Caine, exists to rescue and rehabilitate victims of sex slavery throughout the world.  Nearly two to four million women and children are kidnapped each year and are expected to service over 20 men per day.  Stop the Traffik is another organization that seeks to educate and advocate for victims of human trafficking in the cocoa industry.  One way to promote freedom for the humans trafficked in this industry is by exposing the current brands of chocolate bars (i.e. Nestle, Mars, etc.) that use children to their advantage, and instead purchasing only fair-trade cocoa products.  Both campaigns are actively fighting against global injustices, deserving of our attention and advocacy.  

To coincide with the wellness dimensions, we found this issue to be emotionally relevant to the female residents that we oversee in the living area because many victims of human trafficking are young women and children.  Intellectually, we want to educate our students about the severity of this injustice, as well as invite our students to take steps to abolish it.  Socially, we hope to appeal to the residents of Simmons Hall, by bringing fair-trade fondue and fashion together for an evening to fundraise for freedom.  

The budget proposal is divided into two sections.  The first half will consist of advertising and informing the residents through the display of posters with facts about the reality of this injustice.  If possible, it would be beneficial to host a guest speaker from one of the two organizations we have decided to support to rally the residents of Simmons Hall behind them.  Two weeks prior to the main event, cardboard bins (about the height and width of a garbage container) will be strategically placed throughout the living area for residents to place items that they wish to contribute to the event.  The bins will be available to receive donations for two full weeks. Comparable to a thrift store or yard sale, all items will be gathered and priced by the event committee. We will coordinate with the Conferences and Events office to use tables for the display of items.  The second half of the proposal includes budget allocations for the main event, “Fondue and Fashion for Freedom.”  All proceeds will go directly to help Stop the Traffik and to the A21 Campaign to support the mission of the ministry – to abolish injustice in the 21st century.
